Version 2.2 of the Wizard has been developed to meet the requests of many of our users. The new version, available for download at http://www.accessiblewizards.uiuc.edu includes the following new features:
· Header on Spreadsheets for remove Skip Nav 

· Slide numbers in titles

· Current format in index 

· Make paragraphs able to hold inline images/wordart/charts 

· Modifications to run under both .NET 1.1 and 2.0 

· Reformulate output single-file Word docs with embedded CSS 

· Make PPT titles headings
